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     When we look at our 

society, culture, and 

those around us, the 

tendency is to think 

people wanting and 

desiring God is marginal.       

     However, Jesus’ 

words in (John 4:35) still 

ring true today! “The 

harvest is truly 

plentiful….”  In John’s 

Gospel chapter four, 

after Jesus ministered to 

The Harvest is Ready 

the Samaritan woman at 

Jacobs well, and the towns 

people heard her running 

and declaring her 

incredible testimony of a 

man who told her 

everything she ever did, 

the people began to come 

out in droves to investigate 

her story about Jesus.  

     At the same time Jesus 

‘ disciples returned and 

were only concerned about 

whether or not Jesus had 

eaten anything for dinner 

and him needing to rest 

after having worked all 

day.  

     But, Jesus told 

them that serving the 

Father by fulfilling His 

mission to win the lost 

was more satisfying 

than physical food.  He 

said in response, “My 

food is to do the will of 

Him who sent me and 

to accomplish His work, 

do not say, there are 

yet four months and 

then comes the harvest.  

Look, I tell you, lift up 

your eyes and see that 

the fields are white for 

harvest.”
